The language of instruction of the programme is English, thus, the students should have good skills in English language. The applicants should prove their knowledge of English in one of the following ways:
a) by passing the Versant English Placement Test (VEPT) with a minimum level C
b) by passing the onSET English Test with a minimum level C
c) by passing the test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) with a minimum score of 575 on the paper-based test (PBT) or minimum overall score of 92 and no individual score below 20 on the internet-based test (IBT).
d) by passing the International English Language Testing Service (IELTS) test (Academic) with an overall band score of 6.5 and no individual score below 6,0.
e) by passing the Cambridge ESOL’s Certificate of Proficiency in English (CPE) with pass grade A, B or C.
f) by passing the Cambridge ESOL’s Certificate in Advanced English (CAE) with pass grade
A, B, or C.
g) Swith a Bachelor’s (or higher) degree conducted in English language in Australia, Canada, Ireland, New Zealand, the United Kingdom or the United States.
h) with studies (min. 20 ECTS) taken in a study program conducted in English at the University of Turku.
No other language tests or statements of the applicant’s language skills will be accepted.  Language tests taken more than two years prior to the application deadline will not be accepted.
