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Bachelor Program Chemistry

The bachelor program starts each winter semester in October.
It gives an overview of the core subjects of chemistry and
the basics of mathematics and physics. Thirteen compulsory
modules span over a period of six semesters. Additionally,
students choose one of several elective modules during their
final year so as to gain a deeper insight into additional areas
of chemistry.

UR’s Faculty of Chemistry and Pharmacy has started to
offer several courses of the Bachelor program in English on
demand to cater to the need of exchange students that have
no or only a basic knowledge of German.
