04.11. Tobias Jopp / Mark Spoerer (Universitdt Regensburg)
How political were Airbus and Boeing sales in the 1970s and 1980s?

After a disappointing start, Airbus Industrie, founded in 1970, became a serious
competitor for the American aircraft manufacturers. Since the early 2000s, Airbus
and Boeing have been competing head-to-head for market leadership for jet
aircraft with more than 100 seats. Boeing has persistently complained about
Airbus receiving loans on favourable terms and other subsidies from European
governments, and that the latter would use political pressure to make operators
buy Airbus aircraft. We subject the latter reproach to an empirical test. We find
suggestive evidence for airlines’ ownership status and their home countries’
former colonial ties to as well as trade relations with and development aid flows
from the Airbus consortium member countries and the US to have mattered.

Governing Europe in a Globalizing World. Neoliberalism and Its Alternati-
ves following the 1973 Qil Crisis

| examine how Western Europe adapted its economic and social policies to the
shock of Globalization, focus on the period ranging from 1973 to 1986 and pro-
vide a broader interpretative framework of the relationship between Europe and
globalization up to now. | challenge the narrative of the inevitable emergence of
a neoliberal Europe by demonstrating that alternatives were discussed and imple-
mented. Hence, | examine the interaction between three models of economic and
social policies: socially-oriented, neomercantilist and market-oriented Europe.
Neoliberal policies fit into the last category as a radical variant of market-oriented
policies. | also show that European leaders often chose the EEC only after having
exhausted other options, either national or international (OECD, GATT, ILO), and
not out of idealism (or not only for that).

Eirini Karamouzi (University of Sheffield)
Greece and EEC membership: Was it a mistake?

The financial and economic crises that gripped Greece in 2010 set in motion a
domino effect that rattled the rest of the Eurozone. It also opened the floodgates
to a seemingly endless stream of accusations over the origins of the crisis. As
Greek financial woes polarised opinion, former French president Valéry Giscard
d’'Estaing claimed that supporting Greek membership had been a mistake.
Possibly the most high-profile actor to make a direct link between today's crisis
and Greece's entry into the Community, Giscard helped to renew interest in the
history of Greece and European integration. Following from such heightened
interest, this talk offers a new historical analysis of Greece’s relationship with
Europe that goes beyond short-term, ahistorical analyses or narratives written on
the basis of hindsight.

Tobias Jopp / Mark Spoerer / Lino Wehrheim (Universitdt Regensburg)
Turn, turn, turn: A Digital History of German Historiography, 1950-2019

The increasing availability of digital text collections and the corresponding estab-
lishment of methods for their computer-assisted evaluation open up completely
new perspectives on historical textual sources. In this paper, we use the possibili-
ties of text mining for the investigation of the history of German historiography.
The aim of the paper is to use topic models, i.e. methods of automated content
analysis, to explore publication trends within German historiography since the
end of World War Il and, thus, to gain data-based insights into the history of the
discipline. For this purpose, we evaluate a text corpus consisting of more than
9,000 articles from eleven leading historical journals, which includes both general
and specialist historical publications and thereby provides a representative picture
of German historical scholarship.

Arnd Kluge (Hof)
Currywurst & Co. Geschichte des Fast Food in Deutschland

Steve Koerner (Victoria, Kanada)

Where did it all go wrong? The Decline of the British Motorcycle Manu-
facturing, 1935-1975

For much of the 20™ century the British motor cycle industry was supreme
throughout most of the world with respect to sales, design and technology as
well as race track victories. However, starting in the mid-1950s, once lucrative
overseas markets began to decline and foreign scooters from Italy flooded into
the UK market. Then, during the early 1960s and afterwards, an unanticipated
threat arrived from Asia in the form of more competitive Japanese machines. By
the early 1970s the British motor cycle industry was a mere shadow of what it
had been only a few years previously. So what happened? This presentation
seeks to provide an explanation for the decline but-not-quite fall of what was
once a world-beating industry.

Tobias Jopp (Universitdt Regensburg)

Did mortality from 1918 pandemic influenza spread evenly across cities in
densely populated areas? Evidence from Germany

This paper contributes to the debate on the course and severity of the Spanish
Flu. Examined is a hitherto neglected source on the German experience, namely
the administrative reports of the Allgemeiner Knappschaftsverein zu Bochum for
the years 1913 to 1921. The reports offer rich information on the death and
sickness spectrum by cause, social stratum, length of treatment, and location. The
data enable, for example, to derive survival functions and to estimate influenza
and other death rates and death rates for all municipalities in the Ruhr area
where mining took place; the Reich statistics go down to the provincial level at
best. One testable hypothesis is whether influenza and pneumonia death rates
did actually spread evenly across municipalities in a very densely populated area.

Esther Sahle (Universitdt Oldenburg)

Law & Gospel Order: Resolving Commercial Disputes in Colonial Philadel-
phia

Trade in the British Atlantic grew a great deal. While acknowledging that this
growth had important economic consequences, scholars have yet to fully explain
its causes. Combining concepts from the New Institutional Economics and Legal
Pluralism, this paper argues that formal religious institutions were key. Based on
records from colonial Philadelphia, it shows how the Quaker meeting created a
legal forum to resolve commercial disputes. It enforced its verdicts by gathering
and disseminating information about disputes locally and across the Atlantic
world through the Society of Friends' formal organisation of meetings. Thereby, it
re-enforced reputation mechanisms, facilitating the expansion of Philadelphia’s
trade. The paper contributes to debates on institutions, legal pluralism, and
religious diasporas.

Sandro Nirnberger (Regensburg)

Die Finanzen und Investitionen des fiirstlichen Hauses Thurn und Taxis
von 1819 bis 1919 am Beispiel von Unternehmensbeteiligungen

Der Verlust der Post 1866 war fir das furstliche Haus Thurn und Taxis ein bedeu-
tender Einschnitt. Wahrend die Haupteinnahmequelle ab diesem Zeitpunkt aus
land- und forstwirtschaftlichen Gutern bestand, begann man sich im spateren 19.
Jahrhundert auch vermehrt an Industrieunternehmen zu beteiligen. Wahrend
einzelne derartige Falle wie die Regensburger Zuckerfabrik in der Literatur durch-
aus ihre Wurdigung finden, bleibt dieser Aspekt ansonsten bisher so gut wie
unerforscht. Hier soll auf dieses Tatigkeitsfeld der sog. furstlichen ,Kapitalienver-
waltung” naher eingegangen werden und anhand einiger Fallbeispiele, u.a. dem
Aufbau einer Zuckerfabrik in Belgrad und der Beteiligung am Kalibergbau in der
Provinz Hannover, dargelegt werden, wie die furstliche Verwaltung dabei vorging
und mit welchen anderen Akteuren sie dabei zusammenarbeitete.

Alfred Reichenberger (Universitdt Regensburg)
Die Urspriinge der Umweltbewegung in Deutschland

Fallt heute der Begriff Umwelt- oder Naturschutzbewegung, so denken die
Meisten wohl an die Proteste der 1970er und 80er Jahre oder an die "Fridays for
Future"-Bewegung seit 2018. Oftmals ist dabei aber nicht bekannt, dass die
Urspringe der deutschen Umweltbewegung bedeutend friher zu suchen sind:
Schon im Kaiserreich des ausgehenden 19. Jahrhunderts bildeten sich zahlreiche
Gruppierungen, die sich aus ganz verschiedenen Grunden dem Schutz der Natur
verschrieben. Darlber hinaus gab es um die Jahrhundertwende auch von staat-
licher Seite aus erste BemUhungen, Naturschutz gesetzlich zu regeln. Letztendlich
waren es aber erst die Nationalsozialisten, die 1935 ein Gesetz zum Naturschutz
in Deutschland verabschiedeten. Hierbei darf aber nicht unerwahnt bleiben, dass
Naturschutz im Dritten Reich in erster Linie ein Propagandamittel darstellte.
